The Department of Speech and Hearing Science at the University of Illinois invites applications for an assistant professor.  Well-equipped research laboratories in the department and on campus are maintained for the study of auditory and visual speech perception; sign languages; psychoacoustics; auditory evoked potentials; auditory coding in human and animal models; stuttering; speech anatomy, physiology, deglutition, and their disorders; language acquisition, differences, and disorders; discourse analysis and neurogenic speech disorders; and the development and use of advanced imaging technologies such as MRI, fMRI, and ultrasound.  The department has an undergraduate program with over 200 students, accredited MA Speech-Language Pathology and Doctorate of Audiology programs and Ph.D. programs with over 70 graduate students, and a total of 19 clinical and instructional faculty plus adjunct faculty.  

Applicants must hold an earned doctoral degree and have a strong record of research accomplishment and/or clear potential for future research leadership in an area related to audiology or hearing science.  It is expected that applicants will develop lines of research inquiry, actively pursue external funding, and contribute to the department’s instructional and service missions.  The successful applicant will be appointed for a full-time, 9-month, tenure track position within the Department of Speech and Hearing Science.  Salary will be commensurate with experience.  The starting date is August 16, 2005.

The Department of Speech and Hearing Science and its college, Applied Life Studies, have a remarkable record of leadership in science, instruction and engagement that promotes health, well being, and quality of life. Faculty are actively involved in interdisciplinary research within the college and across the campus.
