Incumbents will join the NCCR program 

on Evolving Language (https://evolvinglanguage.ch/) in a collaboration with Prof. Dr. Nathalie 

Giroud and Dr. Foivos Iliopoulos (UZH). The collaboration involves some regular travelling between 

UNINE and UZH.
